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Description = This ip contains two scripts. One is Auto-look, and the other is 180 Auto-Look.





Auto-Look: If the bound key is held, you'll be switched to 3rd person view and into Freelook mode. If the key is released, you'll be switched back to 1st person view. This script will save you a second or two of your  time, but those few seconds could mean life or death in a dogfight. Use this script if you need to view everything around you, not just whats behind you.





180 Auto-Look: If the designated key is pressed and held the player will be switched into 3rd person view, into freelook mode, and turn you around 180 degrees so you can see whats behind you, without having to move your mouse one bit! The 180 turn takes a split second to do. Due to the high speed of the turn, you'll SOMETIMES get a three screen show. Meaning you'll three random frames of the movement, instead of a steady flow. It isnt a big problem, as it takes this script less than a second to look behind you anyway.  If the key is released you will return back to you normal view and out of freelook mode. While this script is active, you'll still be able to look up and down, but not left and right. This is because the speed of the script makes it extremely hard to turn in any direction.





Installation -


Extract the files inside the zip to your Tribes2/GameData/base/scripts/autoexec directory. Bind the keys in the Tribes 2 control options. Thats all.
